It is important that you are registered in our parish so that we may respond appropriately to your various needs.

All parishes within the Diocese of Arlington have set, geographical boundaries. These boundaries are used to calculate
an accurate census of the faithful in our diocese, to establish the most equitable eligibility for school enrollment, and to
assure that our clergy are able to respond to your pastoral needs in a timely manner.
