Dear Good People of Blessed Sacrament,

The
Blessed Sacrament School children had their annual May Crowning of the Blessed Virgin at the school Mass
this past Thursday.

This effort replaced paint and carpet that was original to the 1988 completion of
the church. I guess we got good use out of our thirty-four year investment! How long will the new carpet last?

We congratulate our second grade boys and girls of the Blessed Sacrament School and Religious
Education Program who made their First Holy Communion earlier this month. They were radiant angels and
we are so proud of them and so happy that they now share the Holy Eucharist with us at Mass!

On April 28th we held our “Parish Listening Session” in preparation for the universal synod of the
Church throughout the world. We had a nice turnout and are grateful to all of you who came and shared your
opinions, ideas and support. I am especially grateful to our moderator, Art Bennett, our recorder, Susan Doyle,
and our “sound man,” John Farnham for conducting such a great evening of sharing and information. Our
minutes will be sent to the Chancery office and will be joined with those of all the parishes throughout the
Diocese of Arlington.

We are sad to announce that there have been a number of recent changes to our parish office staff.
Denise Dauray, Marsha Milatzo and Barbara O’Keefe have all retired this Spring. Barbara and Marsha were
our long-time receptionist and parish secretary, and Denise was our office manager and book-keeper. The
three of them had served Blessed Sacrament for a combined total of over 70 years! We will miss them terribly,
but wish them well in their new adventures. God bless them and reward them for all their faithful service and
care to us.

I am at the end of my page so had better bring this to a close. We are all so thankful to be a part of such
a wonderful parish family. Thank you for who you are, and please, pray for us as we do for you. Have a good
month of May and may the joy of Easter continue to fill your hear t with gladness.

It is important that you are registered in our parish so that we may respond appropriately to your various needs.
All parishes within the Diocese of Arlington have set, geographical boundaries. These boundaries are used to
calculate an accurate census of the faithful in our diocese, to establish the most equitable eligibility for school enroliment,
and to assure that our clergy are able to respond to your pastoral needs in a timely manner.

Registration is also necessary for you to receive offertory envelopes and for certifications of eligibility. For example, to be married in
the church, to be a godparent, or to be a sponsor for confirmation. You must also be registered if you require a reference, or wish
to enroll.in our school or in our CCD program. Registration Forms are available at the Parish Office, or on the parish website.

Adult children over 21 years old should register on their own if they still reside within our boundaries.
