          Registration is also necessary for you to receive offertory envelopes and for certifications of eligibility.

For example, to be married in the church, to be a godparent or to be a sponsor for confirmation.  
You must also be registered if you require a reference, or wish to enroll in our school or in our CCD program.

Adult children over 21 years old should register on their own if they still reside within our boundaries.
