An Infrodunetilon ~

My name is Father Guillermo Gonzalez, and | was born in 1989 in a small country in
Central America - El Salvador (named after our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ). My family and
I moved to the United States when | was 12 years old. My home parish is Saint Leo the Great
in Fairfax, Virginia (Fr. Kelly used to be our pastor there for many years). | grew up in
Fairfax, and | attended middle and high school in the area. During these years, | was blessed
by being able to learn English and being introduced to American culture.

When | was 15 years old, | was invited to an Ignatian Silent Retreat. At the time | did not
know what I was really getting into, but I decided to go because | was thirsty to learn about my
faith and to grow in my relationship with Jesus. It was an amazing experience to be alone and
in silence during a whole weekend. | realized that Jesus was a living person, and if | wanted to
have a relationship with him | needed to continue communicating with him after the retreat. |
decided to make a promise to Jesus at the end of the silent retreat. | promised Jesus that | was
going to pray in silence every day for at least 15 minutes, | was going to read the life of the
saints for at least 15 minutes, and | was going to have a spiritual director to discern my
vocation.

This discernment process took me to the understanding that God was probably calling
me to be a priest and that | could not ignore his voice anymore. | entered religious life after |
graduated from high school in 2008, and | was a member of the Disciples of the Hearts of
Jesus and Mary. Later, | felt more of a call to the diocesan priesthood and applied to be a
seminarian for Arlington in 2017. As a religious | studied Philosophy and Theology in Madrid,
Spain, where my former community had their Mother House. | was also able to gain some
pastoral experience teaching religion in school in Madrid for a year and in a parish in Denver,
Colorado. The main reason why God called me back to the diocese after some years in my
religious community was because | missed working in a parish setting and having a sense of
helping all the people of God without any exceptions. | studied two years at Mount Saint
Mary’s Seminary in Emmitsburg Maryland and served as a deacon at Sacred Heart of Jesus
Catholic Church in Winchester, Virginia.

My favorite saints are Saint Ignatius of Loyola and Francis of Assisi because they were
both striving to imitate Christ so much, and in doing so, they came out with a way (a
spirituality) for others to follow Christ’s footsteps. My hope for my time at Blessed Sacrament
to learn how to be a good shepherd, not only from the priests, but also for the people of God.
| was ordained a priest on June 6 by Bishop Burbidge and started my assignment here at
Blessed Sacrament on June 25. | am new in this priestly journey so please be patient with me.

I hope that time, experience and the grace of God will make me a better priest little by little.
I also hope | can help all parishioners come closer to the Jesus Christ — the secret to finding
real life and happiness. May God help me get to know the parish better during these difficult
times of pandemic. | am looking forward to working with everybody in the parish and to
become part of this great parish community.

May God bless you all and I ask our Lord and our Lady to keep you all safe during these
difficult times.
