Seventeenth Sunday in Ordinary Time

Dear Good People of Blessed Sacrament,

I hope and pray you have had a good week and are enjoying these fleeting days of summer. It has been so
hot and humid but I know we will miss it come winter. I see the “back to school” ads on television and in the
papers so know that fall is just around the corner. Everything happens according to God’s time!

Make sure you drive by the rectory and see the transformation that has taken place. All of our trees, shrubs,
etc. have been given a good pruning, and the place looks so good. For a while it reminded me of Herman and
Lily Munster’s place! We are grateful to those who worked so hard to make it happen. I hope you notice as
well that our parking lot has also been ‘re-striped,” and the school building and Quinn Hall is receiving a good
cleaning.

As our crowds increase we will increase the number of
Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion to assist the priests. Thank you for your continued cooperation.

One of the many blessings of the reforms of the Second Vatican Council was the chance for parishes to
have extended periods of time for adoration of the Blessed Sacrament. As we know, our parish is dedicated
to the Holy Eucharist in the name given by Bishop Peter Ireton when the parish was established. We currently
have the custom of having the Blessed Sacrament exposed in either the church or the chapel on Fridays
from after the 8:30 morning Mass until 5 p.m. Last month I wrote to you about our need for adorers
throughout the day. We placed a sign-up book outside the chapel so that people could sign up for hour slots
of adoration. Sadly we have not had much response. The law of the Church does not allow the Blessed
Sacrament to be exposed unless someone is in the chapel to be with Our Lord. The office staff cannot leave
their work to fill in when there are gaps in adorers. This is why you may have come by the church and found
the Eucharist to have been reposed. Obviously, we want to keep our day of adoration, so I ask you to please
reflect on how you might be able to commit some time each Friday to be with the Lord. Please sign up so we
can ensure each hour is covered. Thank you, and God reward you for your devotion to our Eucharistic King.

I enjoyed my week at home in Pennsylvania and was able to spend time with my sister and her family.
Of course we are all missing our dear Mom, but wish her sweet rest with the Lord and my Dad. My sister
and I stated the process of going through my parents things. My Mom saved everything! Sad but precious
memories. My sister swore she was going home and purging everything at her house this past week!

It is good to be back with all of you.

I pray you have a good week
and ask God to bless and watch over you!
