Third Sunday of Advent
Dear Good People of Blessed Sacrament,

As our Advent journey continues I hope these graced days are helping you prepare to celebrate the
birth of our Savior. Today we celebrate Gaudete Sunday and are called to rejoice not only in the
goodness and love of our God but that our preparation season of Advent is at the mid-point.
